THE LONE RANGER RIDES AGAIN Part 3: The Cabinet Paint & Chassis Restoration  By David Wilson  

We last left off in the restoration of the 
Majestic 104 Lone Ranger novelty radio 
with the filling, rough sanding, and the 
shooting of the whole repaired body of 
the radio inside and out with black primer 
made by Dupli-Color. Now that all the 
major imperfections have been addressed 
in the body repair, filling, and rough 
sanding steps, the cabinet was shot with 
black primer. Now we are moving on to 
the radio cabinet final paint, chassis resto-
ration, and radio assembly. 
 
Once the primer had dried overnight, I 
did a final sanding with 600 grit sandpa-
per to reduce any over-spay in the primer 
coat.  The radio was then ready to be 
painted with white paint that has to com-
pliment the white color in the Lone Rang-
er figure mounted to the front of the radio 
and lights when the radio is on.  
 
Dupli-Color Dover White acrylic paint 

was used for the finish color. I shot the 
radio outside in early morning daylight, 
temperature around 70 degrees.  The ra-
dioôs inside was shot first, face down, 
carefully coating the inside of the radio 
especially the newly installed louver area. 
I let the radio dry for 3 hours and then 
turned it over and spayed several coats on 
the outside of the radio, letting the radio 
dry 30 minutes between coats.  Once the 
white paint was completed, I let the radio 
dry for 24 hours. 
 
Super Fine pad to smooth out any orange 
peel.  The last step in this cabinet refinish 
was to shoot a final Dupli-Color clear 
coat using the same steps outlined above 
for the white paint.  After letting the radio 
dry again for 24 hours, I rubbed out the 
outside of the cabinet using the white 
Scotch-Brite pad and then hand rubbed 
out the cabinet with a fine rubbing com-

The Data Royal F230A Sweep Function Generator 

     This is a rather obscure piece of electronics that I got at a 2018 Hamfest.  Big and heavy by to-
day's standards, it set me back $10, and was advertised as 'working'.

It did in fact produce a signal at the output jack.  It's purpose is to deliver sine, square, ramp and 
triangle (sawtooth) waves at frequencies from .005 to 3mHz from 0 to over 16 volts peak to peak.
